Eagle Scout application


2001 Printing of the form is required


Read all instructions carefully


Print or type the information legibly.  (No white out or cross outs)


When entering date, use month, day, year.(MM/DD/YY)


Make sure the date you provide are correct (if not, the application is returned)


List only 21 merit badges.  Cross off those not earned.(6 and 9)


Enter optional merit badges (13 to 21) in the order in which they were earned

Eagle service project workbook (to get approval)

Make sure it is completely filled out.


Make sure you have the project supervisor , the Scoutmaster, the Committee 

Chairperson and the District Advancement chairperson sign and date the workbook.

This workbook will be included in your final report.  

Letter from Eagle project supervisor/organization


This is a letter from the organization (church, school, etc) that the project was done for.  

It should state that the project was carried out to their satisfaction.  This letter needs to be 

signed and dated.

List of References (requirement #2)

Before listing your references----Make sure you have contacted them and they have given

you permission to use their name as a reference.

List of Leadership positions (requirement #4)

Use the 2 highest positions held since becoming a “Life Scout”


Make sure the dates are correct

Statement of “Life’s Ambitions” (requirement #6)

This is a write up (at least one page) of what you plan to do with your life.  What interests 

you, what you might want to study, what profession you may wish to pursue, what 

hobbies you think will follow you, and any awards, organizations, or honors you have 

received or earned.

Service project final report (requirement #5)
This is a narrative description of the eagle service project that should show beyond 

question that you planned, developed, and provided LEADERSHIP to others.

The report should be typewritten(computer) using good grammar, correct spelling and 

punctuation.

Photos and drawings may be attached (will be returned).

Include a cover page titled “My Eagle Scout Service Project” (includes your name, the 

title of your project, your unit number and date).

The report should be at least one full page, preferably longer.
